Dear SDIC/LMO Contact Person, 

The selection of the Drafting Teams in consultation with the INSPIRE Expert Group and the Commission services has now been completed. Drafting Teams are being established in the five areas to be addressed by Implementing Rules: metadata, data specification, and network service, monitoring and reporting, and spatial data sharing.

The call for experts has been  very successful   in terms of both breadth and thematic diversity of the community of stakeholders, and the extent of support offered toward the implementation of INSPIRE in respect to human and technical expertise, reference material, and financial commitment to support the nominated experts. Capitalising on the extent of this support is enormously important for the success of INSPIRE.

Therefore, whilst it was necessary to select from the large number of experts proposed small teams able to work effectively in coming to early drafts of the implementing rules, it was also clear that all the SDICs and LMOs that had experts available should be closely involved in the development process.

With these considerations in mind, the following organisational structure is adopted for the Drafting
Teams:
·  A small Core Team of editors for reviewing the material available and producing early drafts of the Implementing Rules; 

· A small group of additional experts whom the Core group can call upon for specific areas of expertise during the reviewing, Drafting, or Commenting stages (Support Team); 

· A small cross-cutting group of experts concentrating on the interface between data specifications, metadata, and network services and helping to ensure the overall technical consistency of the implementing rules; 

· A broader group of experts nominated by all the SDICs and LMOs not already represented in the Core Drafting Team for internal reviewing and commenting on the drafts; 

· The community at large including all the SDICs registered  and others through the open publication of the drafts for comments. 
    We wish to thank all those experts who were not directly selected for their enthusiasm so far.  We apologize for not having been able to take everybody on board in either a Drafting Team or a Support Drafting Team, but the framework described above will ensure broad participation and harnessing of expertise whilst keeping the process manageable and able to deliver timely results. 

To support this broad participation,  the Commission services are preparing as transparent as possible communication channels and publication strategies.

The individual experts have been informed and have been invited to attend the Kick Off meeting with the EC INSPIRE team. The meeting will be held in the JRC, Ispra, Italy on the 3rd and 4th October 2005.

A Draft Guidelines document to support the development of the Implementing Rules will be published on the INSPIRE web site by Friday 23rd September to provide input to the Kick-off meeting.
